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The article is devoted to the analysis of the role of the doctrine of international law in the development of
interstate cooperation in the field of ensuring and protecting the rights of refugees and other forcibly displaced
persons. The authors give a detailed overview of the main areas of relevant scientific research over the past
eleven years (2012-2022), as well as the main individual and collective monographic publications and reports
of competent international bodies and experts within each of these areas. A special attention is paid to bringing
to the surface those problems about which the Western doctrine of international law prefers to remain silent.
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
